“Given this troubled economy, we’re getting calls like never before, from
people seeking assistance and inquiring about Thanksgiving,” Ebel said.

In addition to turkeys, The Salvation Army also needs 45 boxes of stuffing, five cases of canned gravy,
50 cans of chicken broth, 100 pounds of potatoes, 75 pumpkin pies, 350 dinner rolls, and 25 packages
of Ready Whip or cans of whipped cream.
